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District Announces Funding for Installing Low Impact Development Techniques

At the ARBC “Landscaping Your Property for a Better Anacostia River” workshop, the District of Columbia,
Department of Health, Environmental Health Administration (EHA) announced that it has several million dollars
in grant money available for residents and businesses who are interested in installing low impact development
techniques (LID) on their property. These installations will demonstrate innovative but simple methods to treat
storm water to reduce quantity and improve the quality of water going into our rivers. LID employs design
techniques that help retain, filter, treat, and reduce storm water runoff, the water flow associated with rain
events, on-site before it reaches local waterways. Typically, these design techniques direct storm water to
specially engineered green areas, such as “rain gardens”/bio-retention cells, green roofs, vegetated swales, and
tree boxes.

The EHA is currently accepting applications from groups that would like LID installations on their property. After
they receive an application, representatives from EHA will visit the applicant’s property to determine the

feasibility of using LID to treat storm water runoff.

When reviewing potential sites, EHA will take into consideration the amount of storm water potentially treated




and detained at each site, site visibility, potential

longevity of the project, ability of project to control

erosion, and the demonstrable environmental

benefit provided by the project. Projects at one or

two family residences will not be considered.

Projects funded to date include:

, Two green roofs in downtown Washington.

, Rain garden at a police station in southeast
W ashington.

, Installation of rain barrels at more than 100
homes.

, Schoolyard habitats at Ketcham and Lowell
Elementary Schools.

Recipients of a LID installation must agree to
maintain it for a specified amount of time, which will
depend on the type of LID installed. For more
information or to get an application form, contact
Alexi Boado, Project Officer with the Watershed
Protection Division, at 202-535-1798 or
alexi.boado@dc.gov.
