So w hat c an y ou  do to  Sprin g clea n the  Rive r?

Reduce your use of pesticides and fertilizers. 

The average landowner uses ten times m ore

fertilizer than is necessary - test your soil before

applying fertilizer.

Use and maintain your car properly.

• Change your oil and antifreeze with a

professional. Service stations recycle these fluids.

If you change them yourself, bring the fluids to a

service station or landfills for recycling.

• W ash your car at a car wash or on your lawn.

Detergents and heavy metals are then treated at a

water treatment plant or filtered by the grass rather

than washing into streams and rivers.

• Don't top off your gas tank. Topping off can lead

to sm all spills which add up over time.
